Ecological Criteria for GA’s Projects

1. Threat Focus: help biodiversity and people adapt to a
rapidly changing climate (mitigation and adaptation)

2. Protection and enhancement of relatively intact
(functional) landscapes

3. Restoration of bio-links across ‘steep’ environmental
gradients (Cost-effective restoration)
